TEL AVIV - Governor Bill Richardson joined Deputy Tel Aviv Mayor Nathan Wolloch to lay a 
wreath at the memorial honoring the late Israeli Prime Minister Rabin. 

Governor Richardson laid the wreath on behalf of the State of New Mexico at City Hall Square - 
the site of the assassination of Prime Minister Rabin. 

"During these uncertain times, it is important to reflect on Prime Minister Rabin's lasting efforts 
to forge peace in the Middle East," Governor Richardson said.
