Mike Roberts by declaring today “Mike Roberts Appreciation Day” throughout the State
of New Mexico.

“As an avid fan of Lobo sports, the Albuquerque Dukes and now the Albuquerque
Isotopes, I knew I could always count on Mike Roberts to bring the games to life through
his distinctive voice, unparalleled knowledge and raw emotion,” Governor Richardson
said. “I want to thank Mike for sharing his unique talents with all of us over the past four
decades. No one has been a better friend to sports fans across New Mexico.”

Text of the Proclamation follows:

WHEREAS, 57 years ago, Mike Roberts began his legendary broadcasting career on
December 6, 1951 at WATM in Atmore, Alabama,; and

WHEREAS, in September 1966, Mike Roberts brought his broadcasting talents to
Albuquerque when he joined the staff at KKOB, and shortly after began announcing Lobo football
games, and then 2 years later, Lobo basketball games, and

WHEREAS, Mike Roberts has also been the voice of the Albuquerque Dukes and, more
recently, the Albuquerque Isotopes; and

WHEREAS, Mike Roberts has witnessed some of the most historic moments in New Mexico
sports, including the Lobos’ epic win over the UCLA Bruins at Pauley Pavilion on December 10,
1983, the 1994 Lobo basketball season when Albuquerque native Greg Brown was named WAC
Player of the Year and earned the Frances Pomeroy Naismith Award as the nation’s top player under
6 feet, and the Lobo football team’s first bowl game win in 46 years when it captured the 2007 New
Mexico Bowl; and

WHEREAS, Mike Roberts capped his career during the 2007-08 basketball season as Coach
Steve Alford led a historic turnaround — turning a 15-17 team that he inherited to a 24-9 team, and



WHEREAS, Mike Roberts was inducted in 1999 to the University Of New Mexico Athletic
Hall Of Honor by the UNM Alumni Lettermen's Association and received its Distinguished Service
Award;
